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Nel corso degli ultimi vent’anni le politiche
europee in materia di immigrazione sono
state caratterizzate dall’adozione di misure a
carattere sempre più marcatamente
securitario e repressivo. La limitazione delle
vie legali d’accesso in Europa,
accompagnata dal rafforzamento della
sorveglianza dei confini, rappresenta
soltanto la punta dell’iceberg di un sistema
improntato alla criminalizzazione della figura
dei migranti irregolari e di coloro che ne
favoriscono l’ingresso o la permanenza,
perfino quando l’assistenza viene offerta per
motivi familiari o umanitari. Il convegno ha
l’obiettivo di esaminare le sfaccettate
intersezioni tra diritto penale e controllo
dell’immigrazione, offrendo il punto di vista di
accademici, membri delle istituzioni e
professionisti, al duplice scopo di ottenere un
quadro olistico dello stato dell’arte sulle
politiche europee di “crimmigration”, nonché
di discutere quali strumenti e rimedi sono
disponibili per promuovere una più efficace
tutela dei diritti fondamentali nel quadro
dell’attuale crisi migratoria.  
 
Over the last twenty years, the European
common immigration policy has been
marked by the implementation of
increasingly securitised and repressive
measures. The tightening of the conditions of
entry and the constant reinforcement of
border surveillance are just the tip of the
iceberg in a complex system which is
marked by the criminalisation of both
undocumented migrants and those who
engage in facilitating their entry or
permanence, even when the assistance is
provided solely on the basis of family or
humanitarian reasons. This conference
seeks to address the multifaceted
intersections between criminal justice and
immigration control from the point of view of
legal scholars, members of institutions and
practitioners, with the twofold aim to achieve
a holistic understanding of the state-of-the-
art of “crimmigration” policies in Europe, and
to discuss the available remedies to foster
the protection of human rights in the current
crisis in the movement of people.
